He was
a pivotal figure in both the Aesthetic Movement and the Anglo Japanese style, visiting the Centennial Exhibition in Philadelphia in 1876
en route to Japan in 1877 to study art wares and locate goods for Tiffany & Co. in New York and for Liberty of London. His designs for
Hukin & Heath on his return in 1878 were radical and a concentration of the best designs of his career.
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
